Camera Clique Meeting for October 11th: Presentation, Zoo Photography 

Featured Speaker for October: Don Johnson 

Don Johnson learned the basic elements of 
design, composition, and equipment in a 
college photography course. After graduation 
in 1971, he built his career and raised a family 
but always maintained an avid interest in 
photography.   

In the mid-1980’s, his wife reignited his interest 
by giving him a new camera one Christmas. 
Much to her chagrin, this stimulated further 
equipment purchases- and he produced better 
images. 

A number of Mr. Johnson’s images have been 
published. Popular Photography, billed as “the 
world’s largest imaging magazine,” selected 
one of his photographs for their February 1997 
“Your Best Shot” column.  Mr. Johnson has 
produced cover photographs for The AOPA 
Pilot magazine and Ballooning: The Journal of the 
Ballooning Federation of America.  He is proud of 
having sold a number of his photographs “to 
people I don’t even know.”   

Mr. Johnson is past President and an active member of the Gaithersburg Camera Club, 
and former President and current member of the Frederick Camera Clique.  He is a 
member of the Friends of the National Zoo (FONZ) Photography Club.  He recently 
acquired a Nikon D200 to augment his work with an earlier Nikon D100 digital camera. 

In the workday world, Mr. Johnson is the Director of Market Research for the Hearth, 
Patio & Barbecue Association located in Arlington, Virginia.  He and his wife live in 
Gaithersburg, Maryland.  They have three grown children, but none of them are as 
interested in photography as their father.

composition choices afforded while working in the studio are a nice contrast. 

I am intrigued by technical aspects of 
photography -- the mathematical basis 
of exposure and depth of field. In the 
digital realm I am a color management 
fanatic, using color management and 
calibration tools to render the truest 
color possible. I am writing a general 
article on camera calibration for various 
lighting situations with the Nikon D50. I 
have analyzed 50 exposures with the 
Gretag Macbeth color checker under 
different conditions and derived Adobe 
Camera RAW (ACR) calibration data for 
each. This article will be available on my 
website later in October.
