Web Based Image Editors

If you build it, they will come
Most photographers use Adobe Photoshop (or its younger sibling, Elements) with

Bridge for image editing. For start-to-finish workflow, Adobe now offers Lightroom
with an improved strategy over Bridge for organizing images. Mac users have the
option of using Apple Aperture, a Lightroom competitor that knows its way around

the odd filenaming conventions of iPhoto.

When a new version releases, it’s nice to try the new features before plunking down
your money for an upgrade. A caveat for educators who stretch their software dollars

in the Apple store: Aperture 2 (academic) is not eligible for upgrade.

Apple’s Aperture 2 http://www.apple.com/aperture/specs/ was treleased in mid-
March; a few weeks later, Aperture 2.1 was announced as a free upgrade.

Adobe followed suit just days later with release of a beta version of Lightroom 2:
http://labs.adobe.com/technologies/lightroom/ that’s free until the end of August
2008.

Both offer “dodge and burn” capability and the promise of a new rush of plug-ins; if
one is right for you depends largely on platform (Aperture is written only for Mac)
and how much you're willing to spend (Aperture is a bit less costly, even for a full

version).

For photographers concerned about retention of rights to their images, careful review
of the Terms and Conditions is a must before any use of a web based photo editor;
that said, if you plan to post your point-and-shoot pictures on flickr or Picasa, a free

image editor can save you the software expense.
